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2018 HIGHLIGHTS



Proposal introduced for regulations adapted to automated vehicles

• Supposed to be passed into law July 1st, 2019

• The owner of the vehicle will be responsible for any traffic offense

• Requirements on valid driver’s license and sobriety remain

• Remote control accepted as replacing a human being inside the vehicle

• New traffic sign proposed to mark e.g. an AV specific lane
